Submit a final official transcript from high school (or a GED Certificate) and transcripts from any previous
colleges attended to the Student Academic Success Center, Room A120. Submission of your GED certificate or
high school transcript is a requirement for financial aid.

If you are a transfer student seeking a
degree at Wright College, submit an official transcript(s) from all colleges or universities previously attended and
request an official evaluation to receive credit for the applicable courses that you have completed. Unofficial
transcripts or grade reports may only be used for advising and registration purposes.
