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STUDENT RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES 

STUDENT GOVERNMENT 
Organization of Student Government 
Students at Wright College have the right and responsibility to organize and establish a student government. 
It must be based on a constitution which is subject to review and ratification by a majority of the eligible 
voting student body (a minimum of 10% of the student body must vote). The constitution must not be 
contrary to applicable laws. 

Responsibilities of Student Government
The role of student government, both generally and specifically, is to maintain a written forum by the 
students and to follow the orderly and prescribed procedures of review. 

Election of Officers 
A democratic election by a minimum of 10% of the eligible student body is required before the end of the 
Spring semester. The College President will resolve a less-than-minimum vote. 

Eligibility of Officers 
To maintain eligibility as student government officers and members, College students must be enrolled for 
at least six (6) regular credit hours each semester, achieve a cumulative “C” average, maintain a 2.0 G.P.A. 
prior to election and during terms of office, and otherwise be a student in good standing. In the event that 
an elected officer becomes ineligible during an academic year, an eligible replacement shall be selected to 
serve for the remaining portion of the academic year by a method set forth in the constitution. 

STUDENT BOARD MEMBER 
Pursuant to provisions of Chapter 122, Section 103-7.2c of the Public Community College Act, as amended, 
of the State of Illinois, a student non-voting member of the Board of Trustees shall be selected from a College 
on a rotating basis and elected by the students of the selected College. Contact the Dean of Student Services, 
room L131, for further details. 

STUDENT DIRECTORY 
The Student Government Association has the right, with approval of the student, to compile a student directory 
containing name, year of status, address, and telephone number. The Student Directory shall not be sold to any 
person or agency. 

STUDENT CITIZEN RIGHTS 
Students who are citizens of the United States enjoy the same basic rights and are bound by the same 
responsibilities to respect the rights of others as are all citizens. Foreign students have the same rights and 
responsibilities, except as limited by law. These basic rights include freedom of speech, freedom of press, 
freedom of peaceful assembly and association, freedom of political beliefs, and freedom from personal force 
and violence, threats of violence, and personal abuse. The exercise of such rights shall be subject to the 
necessity for the orderly functioning of the College and are subject to the valid and constitutional regulation by 
the College. 
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RIGHT TO JOIN OR ORGANIZE
Students have a right to organize any college club provided that they submit, and receive approval for the 
following : (I) a statement of purpose for the organization, (2) a standard statement of nondiscrimination, (3) a 
list of officers and organizers, (4)A list of at least ten members with Student ID number and  (5) an advisor or 
advisors. Approved organizations or clubs shall be permitted use of college facilities during normal operating 
hours when such use does not interfere with instructional or other activities at the college. All organizations or 
clubs shall comply with the rules and regulations of the College.

STUDENT EVALUATION OF FACULTY
Students will be given the opportunity to evaluate faculty at least once a year. 

IMPROPER ACADEMIC BEHAVIOR 
Dishonesty or cheating in any form, whether in the classroom, on examinations, or in submission of assignments 
that are not wholly the student’s own, will be dealt with severely. Appropriate action will be taken against 
students who are found and verified to be cheating. 

PROTECTION AGAINST IMPROPER ACADEMIC EVALUATION 
Students shall have protection through orderly procedures stated in writing against prejudiced or capricious 
academic evaluation. Therefore, at the beginning of each course, instructors shall inform students of the 
grading requirements in a written syllabus. 

PROTECTION AGAINST IMPROPER DISCLOSURE OF STUDENT OPINION AND ASSOCIATION 
Information about student views, beliefs and associations and judgments of ability and character that faculty 
members, administrators or staff acquire in the course of their work shall not be communicated to persons 
outside the college community without the student’s permission. 

COLLEGE AUTHORITY AND CIVIL PENALTIES 
When the activities of a student result in violation of law, College officials should be prepared to direct the 
student to sources of legal counsel consistent with the law. 

STUDENT DUE PROCESS 
Students have the right to seek knowledge and gain understanding. Free inquiry and expression, as well as 
the responsibility to respect others’ rights to their opinions and their equal opportunity to express them, are 
indispensable to attain these goals. Students are encouraged to hone their ability for critical judgment. 

Freedom to learn must work hand-in-hand with freedom to teach. Since freedom to learn requires appropriate 
conditions both in the classroom and on the campus, all parties to this cooperative process should exercise 
their freedom with respect to one another. 

In this regard, students have the responsibility to know and obey the college rules, policies, and regulations. 
While a charge of misconduct will be subject to disciplinary procedures, all students are guaranteed the right 
of due process. 
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DUE PROCESS RIGHTS: INFORMAL HEARING 
Prior to suspension of a student for any period less that six (6) school days, the student shall be given a written 
statement of the complaint against him or her and an opportunity to present his/her version of the facts. The 
College President, on the basis of both the complaint and the student’s answer and facts, shall make a decision. 
The College President’s decision shall be communicated to the student in writing. 

DUE PROCESS RIGHTS: FORMAL HEARING 
Prior to expulsion of a student or a suspension for a period of six (6) school days or more, the student shall be 
accorded a hearing on the charges upon which such disciplinary action could be based. A representative of 
the Student Government Association (SGA) and such other persons as the College President designates shall 
be entitled to attend the hearing. For further details, contact the Dean of Student Services, room L131. 

ALLOCATION, MANAGEMENT, AND EXPENDITURES OF STUDENT ACTIVITIES FUNDS 
Allocation 
Student Government allocations are determined by the Board of Trustees for student activities during the 
academic year. 

Students are personally liable for commitments or obligations made without properly written requests 
and approvals. No reimbursements will be made without receipts; receipts must be obtained and 
submitted to verify reimbursable expenditures. 

Student Activity Fund 
The Student Government Association (SGA) shall determine the Allocation of the Student Activity Fund with 
the approval of the Dean of Student Services, who is the College President’s designee, in accordance with the 
rules set forth. 

Student Government Association requests must be in writing, be consistent with applicable law, Board rules, 
and local college policy, and be approved. District funds may not be used for charitable, sectarian, religious, or 
political activities at the College. Contact the Dean of Student Services, room L131, for further information. 

TRANSACTIONS WITH STUDENTS 
No member of the faculty or staff shall accept any item of value from a student enrolled in the faculty member’s 
class for private instruction, advisement, or any other professional activity. 

No member of the faculty or staff shall solicit or accept gifts or contributions of any kind from students for any 
purpose except as permitted by the Chancellor. 
No member of the faculty or staff shall realize any profit or personal gain from dealings with students concerning 
the sale of equipment, instruments, lecture notes, educational material or books, except when officially adopted 
for use.

CHILDREN IN CLASS/ON CAMPUS 
Students are not permitted to bring children to class, except for those classes offered through the Family 
College. They must make arrangements for child care privately. 

EMERGENCY CALLS 
Telephone messages are not transmitted to students, except in extreme emergencies. Under the Family 
Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 (the Buckley Amendment), students have the right to personal 
privacy in regard to their status at Wright College: a student’s status as a student may not be divulged without 
his / her consent. 

LEAFLETS AND PETITIONS 
All leaflets and petitions must be reviewed and stamped by the College Activites office, room S134, before 
being distributed. Also, exhibits or information tables must receive the same authorization. Literature from an 
outside group may not be sold on campus. 

REFUND POLICY 
100% of applicable tuition (or non-resident tuition) shall be refunded if a student withdraws formally prior to 
the first day of class.

For a normal 16 week class, 80% of applicable tuition (or non-resident tuition) shall be refunded if a student 
withdraws formally within the first 8 days of class (including weekends and holidays).  No refund will be allowed 
if a student withdraws formally after the first 8 days of class.  

For classes with class durations longer or shorter than 16 weeks, the number of days (starting from the first day 
of class) allowed for withdraws and eligible for 80% tuition refund will vary proportionally.

If a student withdraws formally from a laboratory class, lab fees will be refunded at the same percentage applied 
to the corresponding tuition refund.

There will be no refund for Continuing Education classes once classes have begun.

Registration charges and program fees are non refundable.
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STUDENT HEALTH 
All students must comply with any requirement of the Department of Health of the City of Chicago as a pre-
condition to their admission or continuance as students of the City Colleges of Chicago and  when directed to 
do so by the College President, they must submit to a health examination.  The College President or designee 
shall report all incidents of infectious diseases to the City of Chicago Department of Health or other responsible 
public agencies as required by law.  (See page 12)

STUDENT HEALTH INSURANCE 
One purpose of the Student Government Association (SGA) is to act in the best interest of students. Health 
care is one area of Student Government Association concern. Thus, Wright College students may apply for a 
STUDENT HEALTH INSURANCE PLAN that is offered by an outside insurance vendor. This is a limited plan and 
the cost is reasonable. Applications and additional information are available in the Student Affairs / Activities 
Office, room S134.
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STUDENT CONDUCT 
Students are expected to conduct themselves in a manner appropriate to a place of  study and 
knowledge. Students must be considerate of  the rights of  others to fulfill the educational mission of  
the College. Specifically, all students assume an obligation to conform to Board Rules, the statement 
of  Student Rights and responsibilities and the following rules. 

A copy of  the Board Rules governing student conduct is available at www.ccc.edu.  Misconduct for 
which students are subject to College discipline, up to and including expulsion from the College, falls 
into the following: 

•	Possession and / or consumption of alcoholic beverages except at an off-campus activity where all in 
attendance meet the minimum age established by state law and where the location of the activity does not 
prohibit such beverages. 

•	Possession, sale, use or distribution of any narcotic drug, marijuana, or other addictive or hallucinogenic 
substance prohibited by law.

•	Issuing of fraudulent checks. 
•	Theft or damage of public or private property. 
•	Possession or use of firearms, explosives, dangerous chemicals or other weapons except as permitted by 

law and college regulations. 
•	Verbally abusing, harassing, threatening, assaulting or endangering the health or safety of any person. 
•	Willfully denying to a trustee, employee, student or guest of the institution freedom of movement or use 
of facilities, or right of ingress or egress; or willfully impeding, obstructing, interfering with or disrupting the 
performance of institutional duties, pursuit of educational activities, or occupying the institutional buildings 
or other property after due and legal notice is given to depart. 

•	Lewd or obscene conduct as defined by law. 
•	Publishing or distributing obscene or libelous material or material which reasonably can be expected to 

cause actual disruption as defined by law. 
•	Failure to meet financial obligations in all college transactions. 
•	Furnishing false or misleading information on college records or refusing to identify oneself by a Wright 

College I.D. card upon request of college officials or Security Officers who have identified themselves as 
such and have stated their reasons for requesting the I.D. card. 

•	Occupancy of College facilities or buildings other than during posted hours. 
•	All forms of academic dishonesty including but not limited to cheating, plagiarism, and forgery. 
•	Violations of any other Rules and Regulations of the Board of Trustees, Community Colleges District 
No.50S. 

Disciplinary violations are reviewed by the Dean of Student Services and, when necessary, with assistance 
from the Disciplinary Hearing Committee. Recommendations for action are made to the College President. 
Disciplinary actions include admonitions, reprimand, restitution, suspension, or expulsion. 

Students’ rights in disciplinary matters are detailed in the rules of the Board of Trustees, Community College

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STUDENT AFFAIRS / ACTIVITIES OFFICE 
CLUBS AND ORGANIZATIONS 

There are more than 25 clubs at Wright College. Membership is open to all interested students. If you have 
a particular interest which is not represented in the existing clubs, perhaps you and other students who share 
your interest may form a new club. Stop in at the Student Affairs / Activities Office, room S134, for more 
information. 
A number of clubs recognized by the College are an outgrowth of students’ intellectual pursuits which develop 
from classroom experiences. Some student organizations are service clubs which develop projects useful to 
the College and the community. Other clubs are primarily recreational or social in character. Some groups 
promote interest in various cultures. Complete club listings with meeting times and places are available in the 
Student Activites Office, room S134.

PROCEDURES FOR FORMATION OF A STUDENT CLUB AT WRIGHT COLLEGE: 
1. Submit a Statement of Purpose and a Statement of Nondiscrimination to the Student Affairs Activities 

Office. The Statements should be concise, one or two paragraphs, and should include the proposed name 
of the club, reasons for formation, and its primary function. The statements should be dated and signed 
by the President of the Club. 

2. Submit a list of officers and organizers’. 

3. Obtain a Faculty Advisor. 

4. Complete a Club Data Sheet indicating the name, address, phone number and e-mail address of the 
chief organizer. This data may be changed later if officers change. 

5. Obtain a Meeting Room Assignment from Student Affairs / Activities Office, room S134. 

6. Begin Publicity by writing an article for Diversity, the student newspaper, and by making posters and fliers. 
Materials are furnished by the Student Affairs /Activities Office, room S134. Clubs and organizations may 
post fliers and posters for their events and activities on the campus bulletin boards after the Student Affairs 
Activities Office has approved and stamped the fliers. Note: Any changes made to fliers or posters after 
approval require an additional approval. 

7. Within two (2) weeks, the Club must submit a written Constitution and evidence (current student 
ID numbers) of  having 10 Wright College students as members. 

   NOTE: The Constitution must contain a standard statement of  non-discrimination. Contact the 
College Activites office, room S134, for assistance.

8. Note: All club presidents (or an officer designee) must attend all Open Student Government Association 
meetings. 

9, To be eligible to receive Student Governement Association fundingm clubs must fulfill all of the above 
requirements in addition to providing a list of events for each semester.

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ADDITIONAL ACADEMIC INFORMATION

CHEATING AND PLAGIARISM POLICY
It is the policy of Wright College that plagiarism is grounds for immediate failure in, and dismissal from, any 
course. Repeated offenses may result in dismissal from the college. 
Students may not submit the work of others as their own. All research-based writing must be documented 
according to the Modern Language Association (MLA) documentation style taught in English 102 or other 
styles specified by individual departments or teachers. 

PRESIDENT’S AWARD 
The President’s Award is given to students who earn a perfect 4.0 G.P.A. in their degree program. 

DEAN’S AND HONORS’ LISTS 
The Dean’s and Honors’ lists are issued at the end of each semester. Students completing at least 12 credit 
hours within a semester with a semester G.P.A. between 3.85 and 3.99 are placed on the Dean’s List. 
A student may graduate with High Honors with an earned overall G .P.A.     3.5 and 3.84; a student may 
graduate with Honors by earning an overall G.P.A. between 3.0 and 3.49. 

COLLEGE CREDIT COMMENCEMENT 
Wright College Commencement exercises are held at the end of the Spring Semester of each year. It is 
recommended that students me an Application for Graduation in the prior semester (Fall Semester) to the 
semester in which they expect to complete the degree or certificate requirements for graduation. In no case 
should a student delay beyond the deadline date in the Spring Semester. 
Transfer students are eligible to be considered for Honors. For eligibility information, transfer students should 
contact the Records Office, room A129.
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TERMS YOU SHOULD KNOW 

REGISTRATION : This is the process of selecting courses, completing college forms and paying fees, all of which 
must be completed prior to the beginning of classes each semester. On-line Registration is recommended for 
qualified students. 
A Registered student at Wright College is offered a free e-mail account with 3MB of storage that can be 
accessed from anywhere. Refer to your Student E-mail System direction sheet for the web-based program.  
For your security, please remember to change your initial password! You should make your new password the 
same as your My CCC password. 

SCHEDULE : A Schedule of Classes lists all the times that courses are offered during a semester or session. 
A student’s proposed schedule is completed with the assistance of his/her Faculty Advisor. It may be modified 
later during Registration and/or Revisions. 
REVISION : This is a procedure whereby a student officially drops or adds a course or courses. 

PART-TIME STUDENT : A student who is enrolled in 11 semester hours or less, during a Fall or Spring 
semester, is a Part-Time Student. 

FULL-TIME STUDENT : A student who is enrolled in 12 semester hours or more, during a Fall or Spring 
semester, is a Full-Time Student. 

SEMESTER HOURS : Colleges on the semester system grant credits in terms of semester hours. The semester 
hour is used to compute the student’s Grade Point Average (G.P.A.) 

ELECTIVE COURSE. : This is a non-required academic course within a curriculum. An elective permits a 
student to select a course of his/her choice. (See the College Catalog for curriculm electives.) 

IDENTIFICATION CARD (I.D.) : This important, useful card is needed for campus identification, to pick up grant 
checks, and to check out library materials. It also entitles the holder to free admission to many activities held 
throughout the year. I.D. cards should be carried at all times and must be surrendered to College Personnel 
upon request. Both Full-Time and Part-Time Students are issued I.D. cards. The I.D. card must be re-validated 
for each semester of attendance. 

DEGREE : This is a title conferred by a college or university upon completion of a particular program of 
academic work. There are six degrees conferred by Wright College. They are the following: 
•	the Associate in Applied Science, 
•	the Associate in Arts, 
•	the Associate in Engineering Science, 
•	the Associate in Fine Arts, 
•	the Associate in General Studies,
•	the Associate in Science. 

TRANSFER : Students who continue their studies at another college “transfer” to that school. 

HOUSING : Wright College does not have dormitory or housing facilities. Students seeking housing close to 
campus are advised to check the classified section of the local newspapers, as well as with friends in the area. 
Housing agreements are to be arranged between the landlord and the student. 

GRID : A Class Grid shows the times that classes are offered and may be used for an individual student’s 
schedule of classes. (See Outside Back Cover; make copies to plan your semester schedule.)
